Mamynmunities of
forest dwellers and fisher people follow traditigmactices of
maintaining closed seasons when no hunting orrfisis allowed,
so that the natural wildlife population can recatg numbers.
Traditionally, hunting spoils were also shared wita community.
Many species have been conserved through the cehtuecause
of religion and social customs. These include atsrike the king

cobra and the langur monkey.
