The first stage of demographic transition theory has high fertility and
high mortality because people reproduce more to compensate for the
deaths due to epidemics and variable food supply.

Ramesh has been working in contract as a welder on a construction
site in Talcher (coal region of Odisha) for the last two years. He moved
with the contractor to various places like Surat, Mumbai, Gandhi Nagar,
Bharuch, Jamnagar and so on.

Ramesh has been working in contract as a welder on a construction
site in Talcher (coal region of Odisha) for the last two years. He moved
with the contractor to various places like Surat, Mumbai, Gandhi Nagar,
Bharuch, Jamnagar and so on. He remits ¥ 20,000 per year to his father in
his native village.
